Topic: Impact of Creative Industry Clusters to city development in China


Synopsis

Inconsistent CCJQ’s (Creative Industry Clusters) values (Jane Zheng – 6 hypothesis from The impact of ‘creative industry clusters’ on cultural and creative industry development in Shanghai ), caused by rapid development, constant law improvements and emending real-estate market, are more turning into influential variables of clusters themselves, and city development as well. 
Spontaneous developing model of CCJQ’s become obsolete, its role in social, cultural, urban and economic city milieu tends to be rather projected, creating retro-active impact wise relationship between the CCJQ and the City. 

This thesis attempts to explore and interpret CCJQ (Creative Industry Clusters) influential factors to social, cultural, urban and economic city network; parameters to determine CCJQ developing models and operation typology; and determine architectural and planning influential parameters of such industrial clusters to the City. The purpose of exploring Shenzhen’s model of implementing CCJQ’s is to provide topic related research as support for more systematized CCJQ development. Unlike cities like Beijing or Shanghai, Shenzhen has very short history, which makes traditional and historical argument less justifying.
Objective of determining the parameters from the above is to estimate influential hierarchy of CCJQ’s to the city and opposite.
Investigations of three main Shenzhen’s CCJQ will provide comparative multiple case study within Shenzhen and also other CCJQ’s using research results of existing studies, field research, literature, observations and interviews. Other methodology considers usage CCJQ studies in other cities in China and comparing those models with research in Shenzhen, last, but not least, identifying architectural typology and intervention applied in Shanzhen CCJQ’s and market value data table.
